
What to bring for  It’s a Wrap   Road to CA 2020 

Please bring to class: Sewing machine in good working order with wound bobbin of good quality grey 

thread and spool of same. Note: machine used primarily in the afternoon. Handwork (kit provided) in 

the morning.  

Straight pins, rotary ruler (4-8 wide by 18 or 22 long) and mat. Chalk wheel marker. Mechanical pencil. 

Straight pins. Seam ripper. Rotary cutter and mat. Ruler 18-24” long. If you have a hera (Japanese 

creasing tool) bring it. 

Fabrics to bring: 1 ½ yd. of large-scale Asian-theme fabric (remember this will be framed with indigo-- 

very dark blue), ½ yd. medium solid color, and one small piece (6” sq.) of a bright solid coordinating with 

your print. See samples for inspiration. Backing (optional): 1 yd. print or homespun of your choice.
